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1. Introduction
This document provides instructions for preparing the camera-ready manuscript for submission to ICRP-12/ SPP-44, including the required style and formatting. 
Accepted papers will be published in the Conference Proceedings of ICRP-12/ SPP-44. 
Authors must submit a camera-ready paper (maximum two pages) via the conference web submission system:

https://smartconf.jp/content/icrp12/

Submissions by e-mail will not be accepted.

2. Instructions
The proceedings should contain a concise description of the objectives of the study, the methodology, the principal results, and the conclusions. 
Submitted manuscripts must be camera-ready and limited to a maximum of two pages. Use vertical A4 size paper (210 × 297 mm). The top, bottom, left, and right margins should be 25 mm, 25 mm, 17 mm, and 17 mm, respectively. The manuscript should be prepared in two columns with a 5 mm space between columns. 
The text must be written in English. At the top center of the first page, include the title of the paper, the author name(s), affiliation(s), address(es), the corresponding author’s e-mail address, and the abstract. Leave a blank line between the title and author name(s), between the address(es) and the abstract, and between the abstract and the main text. The abstract should not exceed 100 words. 
The main text should be organized into two fully justified columns using single line spacing. Sections should be numbered starting with “1. Introduction.” Leave a blank line between sections. The Acknowledgements and References sections should not be numbered. Page numbers should not be included to facilitate preparation of the conference proceedings. 

3. Font, Figures, Tables, Colors, and References
The recommended font is Times or Times New Roman. Fonts using double-byte characters, such as Japanese, Chinese, and Korean fonts, must not be used for either text or figures. 
The font sizes for the paper title, author name(s), affiliation(s), abstract, main text, section headings (e.g., “1. Introduction”), and table text should be 14 pt bold, 12 pt bold, 10 pt italic, 10 pt, 10 pt, 10 pt bold, and 9 pt, respectively. The Acknowledgements and References sections may be typed in 9 pt font. 
Figures should appear as part of the text and be inserted close to where they are first mentioned. They should be numbered consecutively throughout the paper using Arabic numerals. 
When figures are referred to in the text, use “Figure 1” at the beginning of a sentence and “Fig. 1” within a sentence, with a single space between “Figure” or “Fig.” and the following number. 
Figure captions should be centered below the figures. Captions should be written in lowercase letters, with an initial capital letter for the first word and for proper nouns only. The preferred font for figure captions is 10-point Times Roman. 
Photographs, if included, should be sharp and well contrasted. Color figures are permitted, as the conference proceedings will be distributed in digital format. 
Tables should be numbered consecutively throughout the paper using Roman numerals, and each table should be placed in the text close to where it is first referenced. 
When tables are referred to in the text, use the full form “Table I,” with a single space between “Table” and the  (

Table headings should always appear above the tables. The preferred font for tables and table headings is 10-point Times Roman. 
Mathematical expressions and structural formulae should be prepared with particular care and may be numbered consecutively:

However, simple expressions should be kept in the text and written on a single line, e.g., R = a/(b+c). 
The reference style in accordance with that of the Japanese Journal of Applied Physics (JJAP) is recommended. When references are cited in the text, the reference number should be indicated in square brackets, e.g., [1]. Journal title abbreviations should follow the Web of Science Journal Title Abbreviations, available at the URL below.
